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BACKGROUND 
 
At the regular meeting of County Council on Wednesday, January 21, 2009 the 
following motion was passed based upon the recommendations from the Truck Study 
Sub-Committee:  
  

#2: Bradley/Perry: 
 

a) "That County Council endorse, in principle, the draft truck study report 
recommendations as presented by the Truck Study Sub-Committee. 

b) That an open house be held in the Wyoming Administration Building to 
present the draft report to the public and interested groups for their review 
and comment. 

c) That a final report from the Truck Study Sub-Committee reflecting the 
comments received at the open house as well as other sources be 
presented to County Council for its consideration.” 

 
Two Public Consultation sessions were held on Thursday, March 5, 2009 and Saturday, 
March 7, 2009 at the County Administration Building.  The purpose of the sessions was 
to present the findings of the sub-committee, as endorsed in principle by County 
Council, to the public and various other stakeholders for comment.  Comments were 
received through response forms.  The response form included sections if in support of 
or against the recommendations, nature of concerns, size of trucks of concern, when 
issues occur, preferred alternate route, and the definition of a local pick-up or delivery.  
 
Based upon discussions with the Truck Study Sub-Committee, three (3) possible 
definitions of 'local pick-ups and deliveries' were presented at the Public Consultation 
Sessions.  The three definitions are discussed below and depicted on Figure 1. 
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 Option 1 defined Local Pick-ups and Deliveries as all municipalities in the 
County.  Any heavy truck either picking up or delivering to an address within 
Lambton County would meet the definition and be exempt from any posted 
truck restrictions. It would see heavy truck traffic originating outside Lambton 
County and destined beyond Lambton County restricted from those identified 
routes.  This level of restriction does not conflict with the County's Strategic 
Plan or the County's Official Plan. 
 
RESTRICTION - For example if restrictions are placed on County Road 7 
(Lakeshore Road) then a transport delivering car parts from Exeter to Detroit 
would be restricted from County Road 7 (Lakeshore Road). 
EXEMPTION - For example if restrictions are placed on County Road 7 
(Lakeshore Road) then a tractor trailer delivering gravel from Huron County to 
a road reconstruction job in the Township of Enniskillen would be exempted 
from any restrictions on County Road 7 (Lakeshore Road). 
 

 Option 2 defined Local Pick-ups and Deliveries to within the municipalities 
containing all or part of the restricted road.  Any heavy truck either picking up 
or delivering to an address within the boundaries of only those municipalities 
containing all or a section of the restricted route(s) would meet the definition 
and be exempt from any posted truck restrictions. It would see heavy truck 
traffic originating outside the identified local municipalities and destined 
beyond the identified local municipalities restricted from those identified routes.  
This level of restriction conflicts with the County's Strategic Plan and the 
County's Official Plan.   

 
RESTRICTION - For example if restrictions are placed on County Road 7 
(Lakeshore Road) then a tractor trailer delivering gravel from Huron County to 
a road reconstruction job in the Township of Enniskillen would be restricted 
from County Road 7 (Lakeshore Road). 
EXEMPTION - For example if restrictions are placed on County Road 7 
(Lakeshore Road) then a transport delivering diesel fuel from Sarnia to a gas 
station in Grand Bend would be exempted from the restrictions on County 
Road 7 (Lakeshore Road). 
 

 Option 3 defined Local Pick-ups and Deliveries to locations on the restricted 
route.  Only those heavy trucks originating from or destined to a location on 
the restricted route would meet the definition and be exempt from any posted 
truck restrictions.  This level of restriction conflicts with the County's Strategic 
Plan and the County's Official Plan.   

 
RESTRICTION - For example if restrictions are placed on County Road 7 
(Lakeshore Road) then a transport delivering diesel fuel from Sarnia to a gas 
station in Grand Bend would be restricted from County Road 7 (Lakeshore 
Road). 
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EXEMPTION - For example if restrictions are placed on County Road 7 
(Lakeshore Road) then a delivery truck transporting goods to a convenience 
store in Camlachie would be exempted from the restrictions on County Road 7 
(Lakeshore Road). 

   
The March 5 session was attended by twenty-eight (28) individuals and resulted in 
twelve (12) submitted comment forms.  The March 7 session was attended by eighteen 
(18) individuals and resulted in twelve (12) submitted comment forms.  Following the 
sessions, the County received twenty-one (21) other pieces of related correspondence 
including response forms, letters, emails, and petitions.  All submitted response forms 
and related correspondence are documented in Appendix A but given the volume of this 
correspondence, the Appendix A materials have not been appended to this report.  This 
information can be provided digitally or in paper form should any Councillor require this 
data.  Copies will be available at the Committee meeting.  
 
Staff compiled the Public Consultation responses, outlined the issues by respondent by 
road section, formulated mitigating measures, and staff recommendations for the sub-
committee’s consideration.  The sub-committee reconvened on Friday, May 29, 2009 to 
discuss the Public Consultation responses in conjunction with the draft 
recommendations and staff recommendations. 
 
 
DISCUSSION 
 
The January 16, 2008 motion of Council requested staff prepare a report 'regarding 
trucks permitted on County Roads.  The report should include the following: history of 
road downloads, petitions in the past, traffic counts, and types of vehicles/when such 
vehicles travel on the roads.'  These items were included, or made available, in a report 
to Council dated January 21, 2009.  Based upon the discussion of the AM Committee, 
several revisions were made and additional information was requested.  The revised 
report has been included in Appendix B.  Much of the information in the report of 
January 21, 2009 has been reproduced in this report for discussion purposes. 
 
The AM Committee also requested that staff provide the definition of Provincial, County, 
and Local Roads.  Although there are no hard and fast definitions of a County Road or a 
Local Road the following discussion is intended to assist in classifying the respective 
hierarchy of roadways.  Roads can be characterized by numerous factors (mobility, 
accessibility, volume, flow condition, design and operating speed, vehicle type, 
connectivity, etc.) but can be functionally classified as a Freeway, Arterial, Collector, or 
Local based upon their respective levels of mobility and accessibility.  A Freeway 
provides optimal mobility and minimal accessibility.  An Arterial places a priority on 
traffic movement over access.  A Collector places a relative equal importance to traffic 
movement and access.  A Local provides optimal accessibility to adjacent lands but 
limited mobility.  
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The Provincial Highway network in Lambton County generally consists of Freeways and 
Arterials (Secondary Highways).  They are designed to carry all types of traffic at free 
flow or uninterrupted (excepting signals).  County Roads generally consist of Arterials 
and Collectors.  They are designed to carry all types of traffic at uninterrupted and 
interrupted flow conditions, respectfully.  Local municipal roads generally consist of 
Collectors and Locals.  They are designed to carry lower volumes at interrupted flow 
conditions. 
 
Additionally, the County's Official Plan identifies the goal of County Road Network is to  
ensure the continued provision of a safe, efficient, and high-quality network of roads that 
primarily meet the needs of traffic with origins and destinations within the County.  A 
similar approach is utilized in local municipal Official Plans for their purposes. 
 
Table 1 summates the comments received through the Public Consultation and has 
been included as Appendix C.  Note that this table represents a summary of the Public 
Consultation responses and the actual response forms and related correspondence 
have been included in Appendix A.  The table is organized by County Road and 
response type and includes the following information: 
 

 response forms,  

 petitions,  

 letters, 

 emails, 

 statistics regarding the draft recommendations presented,  

 statistics regarding the three presented definitions of local pick-ups and 
deliveries,  

 concerns identified, and  

 suggested measures by the respondents. 
 
Although the table indicates a summary of the Public Consultation results, each of the 
road sections identified, including those identified originally by the local municipalities, 
are discussed further below.  Where available, the summaries include the latest traffic 
counts, the percentage/volume of all trucks (greater than 2 axles) and heavy trucks 
(greater than 3 axles), average travel speed, 85th percentile travel speed, minimum 
speed, and maximum speed all over a 24 hour period.  In some cases where more than 
one count has been conducted within the road section the data has been reported with 
a range.  Note that all trucks as reported include buses (school, public transit, etc.), 
campers, motorhomes, recreational vehicles, and agricultural equipment combinations.  
 
Heavy trucks are defined to include trucks with more than three axles in single or 
multiple units.  The average and 85th percentile speeds are utilized as an indication of 
whether the existing posted speeds are appropriate.  The discussion includes any 
recommended mitigating measures along with any recommendations to restricting 
trucks as formulated through the Truck Study Sub-Committee either through review of 
the Municipal responses and/or the Public Consultation responses. 
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County Road 2 (Bentpath Line) - Dawn Valley Road to Cuthbert Road 
AADT – 718 vehicles/day  
Posted Speed  - 70 km/hr 

 

Municipal Consultation - No issues identified by the Township of Dawn-Euphemia and 
therefore no draft recommendations from the sub-committee in the report of January 21, 
2009. 

 

Public Consultation - Union Gas identified speeding as an issue in front of their Dawn 
Operations Centre which is bisected by Bentpath Line.  Concerns were identified in 
regards to health and safety of their workers and the integrity of their plant 
infrastructure.  Staff met with Union Gas staff to discuss traffic matters.  Their submitted 
comments are not necessarily related to truck traffic.  The area is already posted at a 
reduced 70 km/hr speed.  Signage and barriers are placed in accordance with industry 
guidelines.  Any improvements at Union Gas' request (i.e. barrier protection) should be 
at their cost including construction and future maintenance.   
 

The Committee reviewed the Public Consultation submission and recommended the 
following mitigating measures and/or restrictions to truck traffic: 

i. request OPP conduct speed study and spot enforcement to deal with 
speeding traffic along Bentpath Line in the vicinity of the Union Gas 
Plant,  

 no restrictions to truck traffic along this section of County Road 2 
(Bentpath Line). 

 

 

County Road 4 (Hill Street) – St. Clair Parkway to Queen Street / Nash Landing 
 

AADT – 6802 vehicles/day 
All Trucks ( > 2 axles) - 544 vehicles/day 8.0 % trucks 
Heavy Trucks ( > 3 axles) - 80 to 117 vehicles/day 1.2 to 1.4% heavy trucks 
Posted Speed  - 50 km/hr Avg. Speed - 53 km/hr 85% Speed - 61 km/hr 
 Min. Speed - < 40 km/hr Max. Speed - 71 to 80 km/hr 
 

Municipal Consultation - The Township of St. Clair identified truck issues along County 
Road 4 (Hill Street) from St. Clair Parkway to Queen Street.  Trucks were identified as 
speeding through this section of roadway.  Survey suggested prohibiting truck traffic 
along this section of County Road excepting local pickups and deliveries.  This section 
of roadway includes truck route signage at Albert Street directing trucks east to King’s 
Highway 40.   
 

In January 21, 2009 memo to County Council, the Sub-Committee recommended and 
Council endorsed the following mitigating measures and/or restrictions to truck traffic: 

i. request OPP conduct speed study and spot enforcement to deal with 
speeding tractor/trailer combinations along Hill Street as complaints 
dictate,   

 no restrictions to truck traffic along this section of County Road 4 
(Hill Street).  
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Public Consultation - No comments were received through the Public Consultation 
process.  No changes or modifications to the Sub-Committee's recommendations. 
 

 
County Road 4 (Petrolia Line) – west limit of Petrolia to County Road 21 (Oil 

Heritage Road) 
AADT – 6775 to 8774 vehicles/day 
All Trucks ( > 2 axles) - 504 to 682 vehicles/day 5.7 to 10.1% trucks 
Heavy Trucks ( > 3 axles) - 107 to 136 vehicles/day 1.2 to 2.0% heavy trucks  
Posted Speed  - 50 km/hr Avg. Speed - 53 to 56 km/hr 85% Speed - 60 to 67 km/hr 

 Min. Speed - < 40 km/hr Max. Speed - 101 to 110 km/hr 

 
Municipal Consultation - The Town of Petrolia identified truck issues along County Road 
4 (Petrolia Line) through Petrolia.  Tractor/trailer combinations and large delivery 
vehicles/dump trucks were identified as causing speeding concerns, noise issues, and 
roadway damage through Petrolia.  Survey suggests prohibiting truck traffic along this 
section of County Road excepting local pickups and deliveries within the municipality.  
Completed survey suggested two (2) preferred truck routes around Petrolia.  The north 
truck route would consist of Marthaville Road, Discovery Line, and County Road 21 (Oil 
Heritage Road) back to County Road 4 (Petrolia Line).  The south truck route would 
consist of Marthaville Road, Rokeby Line, and County Road 21 (Oil Heritage Road) 
back to County Road 4 (Petrolia Line).  The completed survey also suggested 
information signage to encourage trucks to utilize the preferred routes and engine brake 
signage through residential areas.  Survey also suggested no dangerous goods be 
allowed unless it was a local delivery.   
 
In January 21, 2009 memo to County Council, the Sub-Committee recommended and 
Council endorsed the following mitigating measures and/or restrictions to truck traffic: 

i. request OPP conduct speed study and spot enforcement to deal with 
speeding tractor/trailer combinations and delivery vehicles/dump 
trucks through Petrolia,  

ii. consideration of posting engine brake signage through the 
residential areas of Petrolia along County Road 4 (Petrolia Line) if 
complaints dictate, 

iii. in conjunction with Town of Petrolia staff, contact/meet with local 
companies hauling dangerous goods through Petrolia (i.e. Canadian 
Waste, Clean Harbors, Canflow, etc.) in an effort to establish 
preferred inbound and outbound routes to and from their facilities, 

 no restrictions to truck traffic through Petrolia as no feasible truck 
route exists without significant financial resources to upgrade Town 
of Petrolia roads (Discovery Line) and Township of Enniskillen roads 
(Marthaville Road, Discovery Line, and Rokeby Line). 

 
Public Consultation - One response form, one petition consisting of 97 signatures, two 
letters from the Town of Petrolia, and one e-mail were received through the Public 
Consultation process.  The response form was against any restrictions that would affect 
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local deliveries and suggested advisory signage for trucks to identify an alternate route.  
The petition requested reasonable heavy truck restrictions through Town and cited 
safety, structural, environmental, and health issues.  The first letter from the Town of 
Petrolia requested that trucks be rerouted onto Mandaumin Road to by-pass Petrolia 
and the County be requested to notify trucking firms to use alternate truck routes.  The 
second letter from the Town cited a large number of trucks driving through the busy 
downtown core and Council's displeasure with the lack of action to date to address this 
problem and requested that eastbound trucks on Petrolia Line be re-routed north or 
south at Mandaumin Road to avoid driving through the Town of Petrolia.  The e-mail 
identified speeding through the night, damage to the roadway, and the smell of diesel 
fuel.   
 
The Committee reviewed the Public Consultation submissions and recommended the 
following changes and/or additional mitigating measures and/or restrictions to truck 
traffic: 

i. that recommendation iii. from the recommendations of the January 
21, 2009 memo be removed and it be replaced by the following, 

iii. in conjunction with Town of Petrolia staff, contact/meet with 
trucking companies hauling through Petrolia (i.e. Hensall 
District Co-operative, Chapple Fuels Ltd., etc.) in an effort to 
redirect heavy truck traffic along alternate routes to their 
destinations to avoid downtown Petrolia, and  

iv. post advisory signage east and south of the intersection of County 
Road 21 (Oil Heritage Road) and County Road 4 (Petrolia Line) and 
west and south of the intersection of County Road 26 (Mandaumin 
Road) and County Road 4 (Petrolia Line) advising trucks as to the 
most direct route to the 402. 

 

 
County Road 7 (Lakeshore Road) -  King's Highway 21 (Rawlings Road) to 

County Road 26 (Mandaumin Road) 
AADT – 2778 to 5285 vehicles/day 
All Trucks ( > 2 axles) - 362 to 669 vehicles/day 10.9 to 24.4% trucks 
Heavy Trucks ( > 3 axles) - 194 to 404 vehicles/day 4.2 to 13.0% heavy trucks   
Posted Speed-70 to 80 km/hr Avg. Speed - 75 to 93 km/hr 85% Speed- 85 to 115 km/hr 

 Min. Speed - < 40 km/hr Max. Speed - > 161 km/hr 

 
The Township of Plympton-Wyoming identified truck issues along County Road 7 
(Lakeshore Road) from the boundary with Lambton Shores to the boundary with the 
City of Sarnia.  Tractor/trailer combinations were identified as causing speeding 
concerns, noise issues, and roadway damage.  Survey suggested prohibiting truck 
traffic along this section of County Road excepting local pickups and deliveries 
within the municipality.  Completed survey suggests that the preferred truck route be 
along Provincial Highways, namely King’s Highway 21 and King’s Highway 402.  
The completed survey also suggested posting information signage to encourage 
trucks to utilize the preferred routes.   
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In January 21, 2009 memo to County Council, the Sub-Committee recommended and 
Council endorsed the following mitigating measures and/or restrictions to truck traffic: 

i. request OPP conduct speed study and spot enforcement to deal with 
speeding tractor/trailer combinations along Lakeshore Road,  

ii. request MTO enforcement branch conduct enforcement in regards to 
unsafe loads and truck safety, 

iii. consideration of posting engine brake signage through the 
residential areas along Lakeshore Road within the municipality if 
complaints dictate,  

iv. restrict trucks along County Road 7 (Lakeshore Road) within the 
municipalities of Plympton-Wyoming and Lambton Shores excepting 
local pickups and deliveries and that advanced signage be placed 
alerting drivers of this restriction, 

v. restrict trucks along County Road 11 (Aberarder Line) from County 
Road 7 (Lakeshore Road) to County Road 30 (Oil Heritage Road) 
excepting local pickups and deliveries and that advanced signage be 
placed alerting drivers of this restriction, 

vi. restrict trucks along County Road 12 (Townsend Line) from County 
Road 7 (Lakeshore Road) to King’s Highway 21 (King Street) 
excepting local pickups and deliveries and that advanced signage be 
placed alerting drivers of this restriction, 

vii. restrict trucks along County Road 26 (Mandaumin Road) from 
County Road 7 (Lakeshore Road) to King’s Highway 402 excepting 
local pickups and deliveries and that advanced signage be placed 
alerting drivers of this restriction, 

viii. restrict trucks along County Road 30 (Oil Heritage Road) from 
County Road 7 (Lakeshore Road) to County Road 11 (Aberarder Line) 
excepting local pickups and deliveries and that advanced signage be 
placed alerting drivers of this restriction. 

 
Public Consultation - Nineteen response forms, one petition consisting of 137 
signatures, three letters from residents, and one email were received through the 
Public Consultation process.  The response forms were largely in favour of the 
proposed restrictions noting concerns relating to noise, speeding, road damage, 
tailgating, vibrations, shortcut to avoid MTO scales on 402, and safety of other 
motorists.  Generally the proposed route was identified as the Provincial Highway 
network including King's Highways 401 and 21, but a couple of concerns regarding 
the ability of the route through Forest to accommodate heavy trucks were identified. 
 
The Committee reviewed the Public Consultation submissions and recommended 
that no changes be made to the Sub-Committee's recommendations.

The Township of Brooke-Alvinston identified truck issues along County Road 8 (Inwood 
Road) through Inwood.  Tractor/trailer combinations were identified as causing speeding 
and parking issues through Inwood.  Survey did not suggest any mitigating measures 
but stated the posted speed (50 km/hr) was appropriate.  Additional speed enforcement 
through Inwood and overnight parking restrictions was also requested.   
 
In January 21, 2009 memo to County Council, the Sub-Committee recommended and 
Council endorsed the following mitigating measures and/or restrictions to truck traffic: 

i. request OPP conduct speed study and spot enforcement to deal with 
speeding tractor/trailer combinations through Inwood,  

ii. staff review the no parking by-law through Inwood as to its 
suitability, 

 no restrictions to truck traffic on Inwood Road through Inwood. 
 
Public Consultation - No comments were received through the Public Consultation 
process.  There were no changes or modifications to the Sub-Committee's 
recommendations. 
 

 
County Road 8 (Forest Road) – County Road 4 (Petrolia Line) to King’s Highway 

402 
AADT – 1063 to 2667 vehicles/day 
All Trucks ( > 2 axles) - 168 to 661 vehicles/day 11.1 to 24.8% trucks 
Heavy Trucks ( > 3 axles) - 18 to 1950 vehicles/day 5.3 to 13.5% heavy trucks   
Posted Speed  - 90 km/hr Avg. Speed- 88 to 98 km/hr 85% Speed - 101 to 110 km/hr 

 Min. Speed - < 40 km/hr Max. Speed - 141 to 150 km/hr 

 
Warwick Township identified tractor/trailer combinations, garbage trucks, causing 
speeding concerns along County Road 8 (Forest Road) from County Road 4 (Petrolia 
Line) to King’s Highway 402.  Survey suggested allowing local pickups and deliveries 
from within the municipality but prohibiting through traffic.   
 
In January 21, 2009 memo to County Council, the Sub-Committee recommended and 
Council endorsed the following mitigating measures and/or restrictions to truck traffic: 

i. request OPP conduct speed study and spot enforcement to deal with 
speeding tractor/trailer combinations along London Line,  

 no restrictions to truck traffic along this section of County Road 8 
(Forest Road).   
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Public Consultation - No comments were received through the Public Consultation 
process.  There were no changes or modifications to the Sub-Committee's 
recommendations. 
 

 
County Road 16 (London Road) – County Road 33 (Front Street) to County 

Road 22 (London Line) 
AADT – 5126 to 18449 vehicles/day 
All Trucks ( > 2 axles) - 238 to 2755 vehicles/day 3.8 to 14.9% trucks 
Heavy Trucks ( > 3 axles) - 36 to 2597 vehicles/day 0.7 to 14.1% heavy trucks  
Posted Speed  - 50 km/hr Avg. Speed- 28 to 57 km/hr 85% Speed - 46 to 66 km/hr 
 Min. Speed - < 40 km/hr Max.Speed - 911 to 100 km/hr 

 

The City of Sarnia identified truck issues along County Road 16 (London Road) from 
Front Street to London Line.  Tractor/trailer combinations and large delivery vehicles 
identified as causing noise issues through the residential areas.  Survey suggested 
prohibiting truck traffic along this section of County Road excepting local pickups and 
deliveries.   
 
In January 21, 2009 memo to County Council, the Sub-Committee recommended and 
Council endorsed the following mitigating measures and/or restrictions to truck traffic: 
 

i. consideration of posting of engine brake signage through the 
residential areas along London Road through the City of Sarnia if 
complaints dictate, 

ii. restrict trucks along County Road 16 (London Road) from County 
Road 33 (Front Street) to County Road 22 (London Road) excepting 
local pickups and deliveries, and permitted loads (overdimensional 
/overweight). 

 
Public Consultation - Two response forms were received through the Public 
Consultation process.  The response forms were in favour of the proposed 
restrictions noting concerns relating to noise, speeding, road damage, environment, 
and safety of other motorists.  The proposed route was identified as King's Highway 
402. 
 
The Committee reviewed the Public Consultation submissions and recommended 
that no changes be made to the Sub-Committee's recommendations. 
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County Road 21 (Broadway Street) – north limit of Wyoming to south limit of 

Wyoming 
AADT – 5287 to 7206 vehicles/day 
All Trucks ( > 2 axles) - 945 to 1267 vehicles/day 17.6 to 17.9% trucks 
Heavy Trucks ( > 3 axles) - 507 to 657 vehicles/day 7.0 to 12.4% heavy trucks   
Posted Speed  - 40 to 70 km/hr Avg. Speed - 42 to 79 km/hr 85% Speed - 51 to 85 km/hr 

 Min. Speed - < 40 km/hr Max.Speed - 81 to 90 km/hr 

 
The Township of Plympton-Wyoming identified truck issues along County Road 21 (Oil 
Heritage Road) from the north limit of Wyoming to the south limit of Wyoming.  
Tractor/trailer combinations were identified as causing speeding concerns and noise 
issues through town.  Survey suggested prohibiting truck traffic along this section of 
County Road.  Completed survey suggests County Roads 8 (Forest Road) and 26 
(Mandaumin Road) as alternate/preferred truck routes.  The completed survey also 
suggests increased enforcement along the section within Wyoming and the posting of 
signage encouraging traffic to utilize the preferred routes and signage pertaining to 
engine brakes through residential areas.  
 
In January 21, 2009 memo to County Council, the Sub-Committee recommended and 
Council endorsed the following mitigating measures and/or restrictions to truck traffic: 

i. request OPP conduct speed study and spot enforcement to deal with 
speeding tractor/trailer combinations along Oil Heritage Road,  

ii. consideration of posting of engine brake signage through the 
residential areas along Oil Heritage Road through Wyoming if 
complaints dictate, 

 no restrictions to truck traffic along County Road 21 (Oil Heritage 
Road) through Wyoming as no viable alternate truck route exists.   

 
Public Consultation - No comments were received through the Public Consultation 
process. There were no changes or modifications to the Sub-Committee's 
recommendations.

The Township of Plympton-Wyoming identified truck issues along County Road 22 
(London Line) from its boundary with the City of Sarnia to Reeces Corners.  
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Tractor/trailer combinations were identified as causing speeding concerns, parking and 
noise issues, and causing roadway damage.  Survey suggested prohibiting truck traffic 
along this section of County Road and an alternate/preferred truck route utilizing King’s 
Highway 402.  The completed survey also suggests the posting of signage encouraging 
traffic to utilize the preferred routes.  
 
In January 21, 2009 memo to County Council, the Sub-Committee recommended and 
Council endorsed the following mitigating measures and/or restrictions to truck traffic: 

i. request OPP conduct speed study and spot enforcement to deal with 
speeding tractor/trailer combinations along London Line if 
complaints dictate,  

ii. request MTO enforcement branch conduct enforcement in regards to 
unsafe loads and truck safety along London Line,  

 no restrictions to truck traffic along this section of County Road 22 
(London Line).    

 
Public Consultation - One response form was received through the Public 
Consultation process concerning the section from Airport Road to Reeces Corners.  
The response form was not in favour of the recommendations noting concerns 
relating to speeding, property damage, volume, and dangerous loads.  The 
proposed route was identified as King's Highway 402. 
 
The Committee reviewed the Public Consultation submissions and recommended that 
no changes be made to the recommendations.

The Township of Plympton-Wyoming identified truck issues along County Road 22 
(London Line) from Reeces Corners to its boundary with Warwick Township.  
Tractor/trailer combinations were identified as causing speeding concerns, parking and 
noise issues, and causing roadway damage.  Survey suggested prohibiting truck traffic 
along this section of County Road.  Completed survey suggests an alternate/preferred 
truck routes utilizing King’s Highway 402.  The completed survey also suggests the 
posting of signage encouraging traffic to utilize the preferred routes.  
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In January 21, 2009 memo to County Council, the Sub-Committee recommended and 
Council endorsed the following mitigating measures and/or restrictions to truck traffic: 

i. request OPP conduct speed study and spot enforcement to deal with 
speeding tractor/trailer combinations along London Line if 
complaints dictate,  

ii. request MTO enforcement branch conduct enforcement in regards to 
unsafe loads and truck safety along London Line,  

 no restrictions to truck traffic along this section of County Road 22 
(London Line).   

 
Public Consultation - No comments were received through the Public Consultation 
process.  There were no changes or modifications to the Sub-Committee's 
recommendations. 
 

 
County Road 25 (Confederation Line) – Christina Street to Ontario Street

The City of Sarnia identified truck issues along County Road 25 (Confederation Line) 
from Christina Street to Ontario Street.  Tractor/trailer combinations were identified as 
causing noise issues through this predominantly residential area.  Survey suggested 
prohibiting truck traffic along this section of County Road excepting local pickups and 
deliveries.   
 
In January 21, 2009 memo to County Council, the Sub-Committee recommended and 
Council endorsed the following mitigating measures and/or restrictions to truck traffic: 

i. consideration of posting of engine brake signage through the 
residential areas along Confederation Line through the City of Sarnia 
if complaints dictate, 

ii. restrict trucks along County Road 25 (Confederation Line) from 
Christina Street to Ontario Street excepting local pickups and 
deliveries. 

 
Public Consultation - No comments were received through the Public Consultation 
process.  There were no changes or modifications to the Sub-Committee's 
recommendations. 
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County Road 26 (Mandaumin Road) – King's Highway 402 to County Road 7 

(Lakeshore Road)  
AADT – 6330 to 6610 vehicles/day 
All Trucks ( > 2 axles) - 619 to 744 vehicles/day 9.4 to 11.8% trucks 
Heavy Trucks ( > 3 axles) - 240 to 242 vehicles/day 3.7 to 3.8% heavy trucks   
Posted Speed  - 90 km/hr Avg. Speed- 85 to 89 km/hr 85% Speed- 96 to 100 km/hr

Municipal Consultation - No issues were identified by the City of Sarnia or the Township 
of Plympton-Wyoming and therefore no draft recommendations from the sub-committee 
specifically in the report of January 21, 2009, although the restriction of heavy truck 
traffic along County Road 26 (Mandaumin Road) from 402 to Lakeshore was 
recommended as a result of the draft restrictions imposed on County Road 7 
(Lakeshore Road). 
 
Public Consultation - Three response forms were received through the Public 
Consultation process.  The response forms were in favour of the recommendations 
noting concerns relating to noise, speeding, and vibrations.  The proposed route was 
identified as King's Highways 402 and 21. 
 
The Committee reviewed the Public Consultation submissions and recommended that 
no changes be made to the recommendations as restrictions are already proposed as a 
result of the County Road 7 (Lakeshore Road) restrictions.

The City of Sarnia identified truck issues along County Road 29 (Indian Road) from 
County Road 25 (Confederation Street) to County Road 7 (Lakeshore Road).  
Tractor/trailer combinations were identified as causing noise issues through the 
residential areas.  Survey suggested prohibiting truck traffic along this section of County 
Road excepting local pickups and deliveries.   
 
In January 21, 2009 memo to County Council, the Sub-Committee recommended and 
Council endorsed the following mitigating measures and/or restrictions to truck traffic: 

i. consideration of posting of engine brake signage through the 
residential areas along London Road through the City of Sarnia if 
complaints dictate, 
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ii. restrict trucks along County Road 29 (Indian Road) from 
Confederation Street to Lakeshore Road excepting local pickups and 
deliveries. 

 
Public Consultation - No comments were received through the Public Consultation 
process. There were no changes or modifications to the Sub-Committee's 
recommendations.  
 

 
County Road 79 (Nauvoo Road) – south limit of Alvinston to north limit of 

Alvinston 
AADT – 2088 to 2212 vehicles/day 
Posted Speed  - 50 to 70 km/hr 

 
The Township of Brooke-Alvinston identified truck issues along County Road 79 
(Nauvoo Road) through Alvinston.  Tractor/trailer combinations were identified as 
causing speeding and parking issues through Alvinston.  Survey did not suggest any 
mitigating measures but stated the posted speed (50 to 70 km/hr) was appropriate.  
Asked for additional speed enforcement through Alvinston and parking restrictions 
during business hours.   
 
In January 21, 2009 memo to County Council, the Sub-Committee recommended and 
Council endorsed the following mitigating measures and/or restrictions to truck traffic: 

i. request OPP conduct speed study and spot enforcement to deal with 
speeding tractor/trailer combinations through Alvinston,  

ii. staff review the no parking by-law through Alvinston as to its 
suitability, 

 no restrictions to truck traffic on Nauvoo Road through Alvinston. 
  
Public Consultation - No comments were received through the Public Consultation 
process.  There were no changes or modifications to the Sub-Committee's 
recommendations. 
 

 
Other Stakeholder Responses 
 
Public Consultation - Four response forms were received from local businesses and 
a utility company through the Public Consultation process.  Businesses noted 
concerns relating to longer routes necessitating more trucks, burning more fuel, 
increasing their costs, and reducing their competitiveness.  The responses cite 
economic and environmental impacts to business.  Utility company noted concerns 
in regards to emergency access for their forces and most direct routing.  
 
Sarnia Lambton Chamber of Commerce submitted a letter regarding the truck study 
draft recommendations representing their 1000 business members.  The Chamber 
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supports the restrictions provided the definition of 'local delivery' includes pick-ups 
and deliveries to and from all destinations within the County of Lambton (i.e. Option 
1). Opposed to any more restrictive definition as it impacts their members financially, 
restricts the ability of local business to succeed and grow, adds substantially to trip 
length, damages the environment, forces heavy trucks through Forest, increased 
costs, increases fuel consumption, and increases greenhouse gases. Recommends 
that the restrictions within the City of Sarnia comply with existing restrictions and that 
no restrictions be placed on Lakeshore Road and the other feeder roads noted in 
Plympton-Wyoming and Lambton Shores. 
 
Sarnia Heavy Construction Association submitted a letter regarding the draft truck 
study recommendations on behalf of their 15 Contractors and 40 Suppliers.  
Concerns regarding increased costs during a time of economic hardship.  Supportive 
of recommendations regarding increased speed enforcement.  Opposed to any 
restrictions on the basis of roadway damage as routes are constructed to carry all 
traffic.  Support recommendations regarding increased MTO enforcement to 
encourage safe loads and truck safety.  Supportive of posting engine brake signage 
in an effort to reduce noise.  Support discussions with companies to identify 
preferred routing.  Requests that 'local delivery' be defined as any truck making a 
delivery with a start or end destination within the County of Lambton (i.e. Option 1) 
as it would not hinder the competitiveness of their members but would restrict trucks 
passing through the County en-route to a non-County destination.  Any more 
restrictive definition would increase costs, increase fuel consumption, necessitate 
more trucks and is bad for the economy and the environment.     
 
Ontario Provincial Police forwarded an e-mail which suggests that they would 
enforce a truck restriction by-law if violations are observed and respond to 
complaints received. 
 
The three (3) possible definitions of 'local pick-ups and deliveries' were presented at the 
Public Consultation Sessions.  The Sub-Committee discussed the pros and cons of 
each definition including impacts to residents, motorists, and business.  The options 
presented (Option 1 to Option 3) progressively remove more trucks off of the restricted 
routes but progressively impact local business. The trick was in finding a balance 
between providing accessibility for the trucking industry and the businesses/industries 
they support (local/regional economy) against the resultant impacts heavy trucks have 
on other motorists and neighbouring residents.  The Sub-Committee recommends that 
Option 1 be selected as the definition of 'local pick-ups and deliveries' for the following 
reasons: 

 it removes the 'through County' heavy truck traffic from those identified 
County Roads and their use as a by-pass to points beyond the County,  

 it does not negatively affect local business within Lambton County,  

 in line with the areas of effort identified in County's Strategic Plan, 

 in line with the goal of the County Road Network as identified within the 
County's Official Plan, and  

 simpler to enforce than the other two options.        
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FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS 
 
Proposed recommendations will require resources to post signage, prepare by-law, etc.   
 
CONSULTATIONS 
 
The approved action plan involved input from the local municipalities regarding the 
use of the County Road Network by heavy truck traffic and public and stakeholder 
consultation. 
 
 
STRATEGIC PLAN 
 
The action plan, as presented, enhances communications by requesting input regarding 
truck issues on County Roads from the local municipalities and the public in accordance 
with Area of Effort 2 in the Strategic Plan.   
 
Any restrictions to truck traffic on the County Road Network beyond the Option 1 
definition of 'local pick-up and delivery' will impact Area of Effort 1 – Building our Local 
Economy and/or Area of Effort 3 – Community Development Initiatives.   
 
 
CONCLUSION 
 
The use of the County Road Network by heavy trucks is a complex issue given the 
varied interests of the affected stakeholders: residents, motorists, industry, local and 
neighbouring municipalities, etc.  It is a delicate balance between providing accessibility 
for the trucking industry and the businesses/industries they support (local/regional 
economy) against the resultant impacts heavy trucks have on other motorists and 
neighbouring residents.  The County Road Network provides arterial linkages across the 
County for all types of vehicles including heavy trucks.  Within the last decade the 
County Road Network has evolved to serve an even more important role as the 
secondary highway network given Provincial highway downloads of 1997-98.  
Restricting trucks on the County Road Network, or parts thereof, potentially reduces the 
structured development of various areas of the County.   
 
Staff recommends that County Council endorse the truck study report as presented by 
the Sub-Committee including the following recommendations. 
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RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
a) That County Council endorse the truck study report recommendations as 

presented by the Truck Study Sub-committee, including the following: 
 

1. County Road 2 (Bentpath Line) - Dawn Valley Road to Cuthbert Road 
 

i. request OPP conduct speed study and spot enforcement to deal with 
speeding traffic along Bentpath Line in the vicinity of the Union Gas 
Plant. 

 
2. County Road 4 (Hill Street) - St. Clair Parkway to Queen Street / Nash Landing 

 
i. request OPP conduct speed study and spot enforcement to deal with 

speeding tractor/trailer combinations along Hill Street as complaints 
dictate. 

 
3. County Road 4 (Petrolia Line) - County Road 26 (Mandaumin Road) to County 

Road 21 (Oil Heritage Road) 
 

i. request OPP conduct speed study and spot enforcement to deal with 
speeding tractor/trailer combinations and delivery vehicles/dump

iii. in conjunction with Town of Petrolia staff, contact/meet with trucking

BACKGROUND 
 
At the regular meeting of County Council on Wednesday, January 16th, 2008 the 
following motion was passed:  
  
ñThat staff prepare a report in 2008 with County-wide input from the public and local 
Municipalities, regarding trucks permitted on County Roads.  The report should 
include the following: 

d) history of road downloads; 
e) petitions in the past; 
f) traffic counts; and 
g) types of vehicles/when such vehicles travel on the roads, et cetera.” 

 
At the February 6, 2008 meeting of County Council, staff presented a report regarding 
the use of the County Road Network by trucks.  The report included an action plan 
outlining the required steps to move the report forward.  The recommendations of the 
report, which included acceptance of the action plan and the establishment of a sub-
committee, were accepted by County Council as presented.  The action plan included 
the following steps required to move the report forward: 

1. forward correspondence to the local municipalities soliciting input in 
regards to the use of the County Roads within their municipality by heavy 
trucks; 

2. compile a historic log of the Ministry of Transportation highway transfers 
and their impact to the County Road Network for inclusion in the report; 

3. compile a log of petitions to County Council that pertain to the use of 
County Roads by heavy truck traffic for inclusion in the report; 

4. perform additional data collection to supplement existing traffic information 
including counts, vehicle type, and distribution along those routes 
perceived to be an issue; 

5. establish a sub-committee of County Council comprised of the Warden and 
three (3) County Councillors to review and provide comment throughout 
the process; 
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6. review submissions from the local municipalities and have staff prepare a 
draft report for the sub-committee’s consideration, discuss and revise as 
necessary;  

7. present draft report to County Council for their consideration, discuss and 
revise as necessary; 

8. present findings of the report to the public and other stakeholders for input; 
9. review public comments and submissions with sub-committee and revise 

report accordingly; 
10. present the finalized report to County Council for their consideration and 

approval; and  
11. implement recommendations of the report. 

 
Immediately following the County Council meeting of February 6th, 2008 the Striking 
Committee met, reviewed nominations, and selected the following committee members 
to the committee: Councillor Gillis, Councillor Minielly, Councillor Napper, and Warden 
Burns. 
 
The sub-committee convened on April 2, 2008 for a kick-off meeting.  The group had a 
general discussion in regards to the task at hand.  In particular the group discussed the 
next steps of the action plan including the preparation of correspondence to the local 
municipalities soliciting input in regards to the use of the County Roads within their 
municipality by heavy trucks. The sub-committee accepted the format and content for 
the correspondence which included a cover letter, survey forms, and mapping.  The 
packages were forwarded to the municipalities on April 18, 2008 with a deadline for 
submissions of June 15, 2008.  The County received submissions from all eleven (11) 
local municipalities prior to the deadline. 
 
Staff prepared a report to County Council for the July 2nd, 2008 meeting.  The report 
provided Council with an update on those activities in the action plan completed to date 
and the next steps required to progress the truck study report. 
 
Staff compiled the municipal survey responses, outlined the issues by municipality by 
road section, formulated mitigating measures and staff recommendations for the sub-
committee’s consideration.  The sub-committee reconvened on July 16th, 2008 to 
discuss the municipal responses and staff recommendations. 
 
 
DISCUSSION 
 
The motion of Council requested a history of the road downloads.  The following 
summarizes the provincial downloads to the County and the subsequent County 
downloads to the local municipalities:

Each County road was broken into sections of like characteristics to assist in the 
identification of truck related issues.  As a result, the packages circulated to the local 
municipalities were comprised of ninety-six (96) survey section forms which represented 
the 646.2 km County Road Network.  Of the ninety-six (96) survey forms distributed, 
thirteen (13) road sections were identified by the local municipalities as having issues 
caused by trucks utilizing County Roads.  The following table outlines the number of 
section surveys by municipality along with the number of sections identified with truck 
issues, the respective roads and the nature of the concerns.  
 

 
Although the above table indicates a summary of the survey results, each of the thirteen 
(13) section surveys, as submitted by the local municipalities, that identified issues 
pertaining to trucks utilizing the roadways (13) are discussed further below.  Where 
available, the summaries include the latest traffic counts, the percentage/volume of all 
trucks (greater than 2 axles) and heavy trucks (greater than 3 axles), average travel 
speed and the 85th percentile travel speed all over a 24 hour period.  In some cases 
where more than one count has been conducted within the road section the data has 
been reported with a range.  Note that all trucks as reported includes buses (school, 
public transit, etc.), campers, motorhomes, recreational vehicles, and agricultural 
equipment combinations.  Heavy trucks includes trucks with more than three axles in 
single or multiple units.  The average and 85th percentile speeds are utilized as an 
indication of whether the existing posted speeds are appropriate.  The discussion

The motion of Council requested traffic information including ‘the types of vehicles and 
when such vehicles travel the roadways’.  Although this report does not include this time 
specific data given its shear volume, the information is available for all of the identified 
road sections should any member of County Council request it.  Council’s request also 
included a review of past petitions to County Council pertaining to truck traffic.  This 
information has been compiled and included as an appendix to this report (Appendix A).

o request OPP conduct speed study and spot enforcement to deal with 
speeding tractor/trailer combinations along London Line,  

o no restrictions to truck traffic along this section of County Road 8 
(Forest Road).

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS 
 
None. 
 
 
CONSULTATIONS 
 
The preparation of this report involved the input from the local municipalities 
regarding the use of the County Road Network by heavy truck traffic.   
 
The next step in the action plan, following the acceptance of the draft report by County 
Council, includes a public and stakeholder consultation phase in which the draft findings 
and recommendations would be made available for review and comment.   
 
 
STRATEGIC PLAN 
 
The action plan, as presented, enhances communications by requesting input regarding 
truck issues on County Roads from the local municipalities and the public in accordance 
with Area of Effort 2 in the Strategic Plan.   
 
Any restrictions to truck traffic on the County Road Network could impact Area of Effort 
1 – Building our Local Economy and/or Area of Effort 3 – Community Development 
Initiatives.   
 
 
CONCLUSION 
 
The use of the County Road Network by heavy trucks is a complex issue given the 
varied interests of the affected stakeholders: residents, motorists, industry, local and 
neighbouring municipalities, etc.  It is a delicate balance between providing accessibility 
for the trucking industry and the businesses/industries they support (local/regional 
economy) against the resultant impacts heavy trucks have on other motorists and 
neighbouring residents.  The County Road Network provides arterial linkages across the 
County for all types of vehicles including heavy trucks.  Within the last decade the 
County Road Network has evolved to serve an even more important role as the 
secondary highway network given Provincial highway downloads of 1997-98.  
Restricting trucks on the County Road Network, or parts thereof, potentially reduces the 
structured development of various areas of the County.   
 
Staff recommend that County Council endorse the truck study report as presented by 
the Committee and that the draft truck study report be presented to the public and 
various stakeholders for their input and comment. 
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RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
a) That County Council endorse, in principle, the draft truck study report 

recommendations as presented by the Truck Study Sub-committee. 
 
b) That an open house be held in the Wyoming Administration Building to 

present the draft report to the public and interested groups for their review 
and comment. 

 
c) That a final report from the Truck Study Sub-committee reflecting the 

comments received at the open house as well as other sources be presented 
to County Council for its consideration.
